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Hello fellow residents of North 
Dundas. I hope everyone is getting 
used to our new normal, it is trying 
times but I am pleased to see how we 
continue to support each other.  

I would like to take this opportunity 
to thank The Chesterville Record for 
their return to publishing after a brief 
hiatus. Even in this digital age we still 
have a strong attachment to the printed 
word. Their recognition of the need to 
cover news from all corners of North 
Dundas demonstrates their 
commitment to our community – 
please return the favour! 

At the county level, I have been a 
strong advocate for increased awareness 
of all that North Dundas has to offer. I 
am pleased to announce a new initiative 
(https://whereontariobegan.ca/cycling/) 
that features 680 km of cycling 
adventure, this is made up of 19 
planned routes including two in North 
Dundas – Ride the Ridge, a 29 km loop 
beginning at Smokie Ridge Vineyard in 
Mountain and Storm the Nation, a 56 
km loop that starts at the Chesterville 
Branch of the SDG County Library. 
During this pandemic, cycling is a great 
way to get out of the house, see some 
sights and get some exercise.  

As you may have noticed, our road 
resurfacing projects have begun. The 
tender package outlined that all roads 
are to be completed by the end of 
September, all reports indicate that we 
are on track. From time to time I am 
asked how we determine what 
material will be used in the 
resurfacing of roads. In North Dundas 
we have three types of road surfaces – 
gravel, double surface (commonly 
referred to as tar and chip) and 
asphalt. Our practice has changed 
over the years and through experience 

and cost effectiveness we have 
determined that some roads, even 
though they are less travelled, are 
better suited to asphalt. Application of 
tar and chip on this type of road has 
proven to have a shorter life span 
because of the lack of traffic, which is 
needed to ensure the adhesion of the 
treatment to the road bed. At the end 
of the day, asphalt is always our 
preferred option, however, budget 
constraints are always considered 
when making these decisions. I hope 
this will help to explain why you will 
see the use of tar and chip on some of 
your roads.  

As many are likely aware, there 
have been significant changes in our 
waste and recycling program. With the 
purchase of our 2 new 60/40 trucks, 
we continue to pick up waste on a 
weekly basis and are now picking up 
recycling weekly. This comes with a 
schedule of containers one week and 
fibre the next. Tracking is easy with 
our new Recycle Coach app that can 
be downloaded on your smartphone or 
tablet. Alternatively, you can visit our 
website to view your schedule. With 
the reopening of the landfill to the 
public, we have reverted to our pre-
pandemic 2 bag per household limit. 
With these new efficiencies, I would 
like to remind everyone that all 
garbage and recycling needs be at the 
curb by 7 a.m. on the day of your 
scheduled pick-up.  

The lack of recreational and social 
activities for both young and old has 
been a concern for everyone. With the 
approaching winter season, hockey 
and skating is a topic of conversation 
for many. There are questions being 
asked such as are the arenas going to 
open, will there be any games, how is 

social distancing going to be 
managed? Those questions as well as 
others have been given much 
consideration. Representatives from 
figure skating, minor hockey, our 
junior teams and our adult leagues 
have been working with our recreation 
staff to ensure that the best possible 
outcome is achieved. Minor hockey is 
the vital factor considered and with 
NDMHA’s player registration numbers 
being at a level comparable to 
previous years we are going to have 
hockey this year in North Dundas.  
This is great news for all of us and my 
thanks to the executive, past and 
present, of the NDMHA for ensuring 
the high quality experience for their 
participants has ensured that even 
during this pandemic their registration 
numbers remain high.

One of my favourite movies 

growing up was the “Wizard of Oz.”

So long as we 
behaved ourselves we were able to 
examine the meats at the butcher’s, 
watch the jeweler next door fix 
watches, look over the toys at Coyne’s 
Hardware and say hello to the 
Laflamme’s in their grocery before 
passing the Coop and Bigelow’s Drug 
Store. If we travelled down Main Street 
on our journey home there was the Red 
& White store to visit, followed by a 
dry goods store, gift shop, barber shop 
and of course Kilby’s Restaurant and in 
later years David’s.   

Perhaps the magic of this 
community came from the “adults” 
who volunteered so many hours to 
ensure there was plenty to do in the 
community. These were the people 
who organized the winter carnival, the 
Chesterville Fair, various sports 
activities at locations throughout the 

town. It is sort of sad that having 
participated in sports (mostly as a 
spectator if I am honest), attended the 
carnivals and fairs throughout my 
youth very little thought was given at 
the time to the hard work which went 
on behind the scenes. There were also 
the adults who made sure the streets of 
the town were safe for the youngsters 
who walked on them. There is no 
doubt in my mind that if there was a 
problem or someone was hurt there 
would be an adult there to solve the 
problem or offer first aid. 

For me, there really is no place in 
the world like my hometown of 
Chesterville. Sure, there have been 
many changes in the years since I left 
to go to university. Many of the 
buildings which I passed on the way to 
school or on errands have been torn 
down, businesses changed and even 
the building itself has changed.

CHESTERVILLE – Recently the Ontario provincial 
government announced the development of an app 
which is another way of fighting the battle against 
COVID-19. When downloaded to your cell phone and 
inputting whether 
you yourself have 
been exposed or 
have the virus; 
through the use of 
Bluetooth, the app is 
able to advise 
whether or not you 
have been in close 
proximity to 
someone who has 
tested positive for 
COVID-19. In a 
July 31 press release 
from Stormont 
Dundas and South 
Glengarry MPP Jim 
McDonell, he 
explained that “the 
COVID Alert app 
uses Bluetooth 
technology to detect 
when users are near 
each other.” 

If a user tests positive for COVID-19, they can 
choose to let other users know without sharing any 
personal information. 

Ontarians who receive an exposure alert can then get 
tested and take action to help keep themselves, their 
families, and their friends from spreading COVID-19 
throughout the community.  

Not only does the app not collect personal 
information (name, address) but it can’t track exact  
location nor the information of the person you were in 
contact with. The release quotes Ontario deputy premier 
and Minister of Health, Christine Elliott as saying 
“Built with a privacy-first approach, COVID Alert is a 
safe and easy-to-use tool that Ontarians can download 
to protect themselves, their loved ones and their 
community from COVID-19.”  

She continues “This Ontario-made app, keeps people 
informed about being potentially exposed to the virus and 
allows them to act quickly to stop the spread of the virus.  

It is a key tool in our case and contact management 
strategy. I encourage all Ontarians to download the app, 
as early detection of cases will be important as we 
continue to carefully reopen more of the province.” 

McDonell comments in the press release how as the 
province re-opens “Ontarians should continue to follow 
public health guidelines including physical distancing 
with people not in their social circle, wearing a face 
covering if physical distancing is a challenge, washing 
hands thoroughly and frequently, and if anyone thinks 
they have COVID-19, get tested.”

The couple along with 
their children, Andrew, 
Megan and Alexander  
Phillips, run the Avonmore 
Berry farm.  

The Phillips are, “In love 
with the lifestyle,” and have 
pursued farming bliss on 
their 200-acre Avonmore 
Berry Farm since 1991, 
when they took over from

SDG – The Eastern 
Ontario Health Unit 
(EOHU) is reporting that 
two bats in the region tested 
positive for rabies. While 
there have been no reports 
of rabies in a human, the 
EOHU is reminding 
residents of Eastern Ontario 
to take precautions to 
protect themselves and their 

loved ones. 
Rabies is a transmittable 

and deadly virus carried by 
infected bats and other 
mammals. It can be spread 
to humans and other 
animals through the saliva 
of an infected animal – 
primarily via bite wounds. 
It can also be spread when 
infected saliva comes into 

contact with a scratch, open 
wound or mucous 
membranes, such as those 
in the mouth, nose or eyes. 

In order to protect the 
community, it’s required by 
law that all dogs and cats 
three months of age or older 
be vaccinated against 
rabies. Even indoor pets 
must get the rabies vaccine 

regularly because bats can 
enter any residence. 

The EOHU also 
recommends the following 
measures to protect your 
family and pets from rabies: 

• Don’t let your pets 
roam free outdoors; 

• Attempt to keep bats 
from getting inside your 
home; 

• Teach children not to 
touch wild animals or pets 
they don’t know; 

• Avoid wild or domestic 
animals that are behaving 
strangely; 

• Keep a safe distance 
from wild animals, even if 
they look healthy; 

• Report all animal bites 
to the EOHU at 613-933-

1375 or 1-800-267-7120. 
If you come across an 

injured animal when 
outdoors, do not touch it or 
bring it into your home to 
try to nurse it back to 
health. While it may be 
tempting to do so, it’s safer 
to call animal control and 
let them handle the 
situation.

Presence of rabies in local bats a reminder to vaccinate pets and avoid contact with wild animals
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Dear Mayor Pierre Leroux and 
councillors: 

Re: Landscape treatment of municipal 
lands near the St. Guillaume Road and the 
Notre Dame Street Roundabout 

We are a citizen-based advocacy group, 
(ECO-East) for the protection of the 
environment and would like to comment on 
the decision of council at the special 
council meeting on July 6, to clear cut the 
trees and shrubs on the municipal lands 
between the proposed development at 1044 
St. Guillaume Rd. and Notre Dame St. 
(near the roundabout). 

We would like to assist our township in 
creating and maintaining an environmentally 
friendly, and welcoming community. 
Retaining a mature tree canopy, in concert 
with economic development, helps to 
beautify this community where so many new 
people are now looking to live. The local 
real estate market has taken off during this 
time and our urban/rural setting along the 
beautiful Castor River is seen to be an 
attractive place to live and raise a family. 

We understand that the owners of the 
development (the first phase shown in blue 
on the map Fig. 2) wish to have a clear 
sightline from Notre Dame to their 
proposed A&W, Ultramar gas station, and 
car wash complex, and wish to have the 
trees and bushes on the adjacent land (area 
shown in green on the map below) removed 
for better visibility. We welcome A&W into 
our community and recognize their recent 
effort in reducing their environmental 
impact (eliminating plastic straws, joining 
the National Zero Waste council) and caring 
for the communities they serve. We 
consider them to be green leaders in the fast 
food industry and have an environmentally 
friendly reputation. 

We are concerned about the loss of mature 
trees, and trees of ecological significance, on 
the adjacent municipal land and are asking 
council to reconsider the clear cutting of this 
parcel and would like to suggest a 
compromise that would allow the required 
visibility for the businesses and, by retaining 
some of these trees, could provide for a cool 

shaded rest area (a park-like 
setting) for the public. 

A suggested alternative 
to removing every tree 
would be to: 

• Leave 50-75 per cent of 
the mature trees that will 
create a shaded area (an area 
of refuge from the heat); 

• Trees could have their 
lower branches trimmed to 
facilitate the required 
visibility, and 

• Provide an area that can be utilized by 
the public and the passers-by as a rest stop. 

A good example of a similar complex of 
businesses is located at the corner of 
Conroy Rd. and Hunt Club Rd. in Ottawa.  

Our volunteer Eco-East tree experts have 
recommendations on the mature and 
significant trees at the site that should be 
preserved.  

We urge the township to direct related 
development fees toward the design and 
implementation of a park-like landscaping 
plan, which would retain the recommended 
trees for that space. 

In commenting on the proposal, several 
township departments referenced the current 
Urban Tree Canopy Bylaw (2019-031) and 
the desire to retain as many trees as we can. 
This bylaw should guide council in making 
their decision on the above property. We 
recommend that the Township Environmental 
Advisory Committee be asked to review the 
current bylaw and see if it can strengthen the 
township’s position on preserving the few 
trees, we have left in our village streetscapes.

NAVAN – With their 
Upside Down Parade, 
Navan Fair organizers have 
added a bit of excitement 
and fun to the summer of 
2020. The event was held at 
the Navan Fairgrounds on 
Sat., Aug. 8, with organizer 
Eleanor Hodges explaining 
the parade was designed “to 
replace the fair,” which 
would have celebrated its 
75th anniversary this year 
had it not been cancelled 
due to COVID-19 pandemic 
restrictions. 

In an email to The 
Chesterville Record, Hodges 
explained it was an Upside 
Down Parade as the 
spectators “were the ones to 
do the parading.” The 
“approximately 18 float type 
entries” were stationed 
around the grounds, and cars 
drove past to view them.” 
She continued how 
community organizations 
such as the “Lions, W.I., 
local fire station volunteers, 
and a few businesses from 
Navan” participated in the 
event. Many antique cars 
and tractors, old style farm 
equipment as well as live 

animals such as a 
“Clydesdale mare and foal, 
alpacas, goat with twins, 
calf, and chickens.  The 
Keepers came with some of 
their parrots” which added to 
the enjoyment of spectators. 

She continued, that 250 
vehicles went through the 
event with donations of 
cash and goods made to the 
Eastern Ottawa Resource 
Centre. Hodges also 
explained the Navan Fair, 
hosted by the Cumberland 
Township Agricultural 
Society (CTAS), has had 
some virtual events 
including a “baby show and 
garden show, and a kids 
craft show” designed to 
“have the community get 
involved in something, even 
though there is no fair this 
year.” 

Williamstown Fair, 
Canada’s oldest annual fair, 
will be holding its 209th 
edition on Sat., Sept. 5 at 
the fairgrounds billed as a 
“Virtual Home & Garden 
and a Drive-Thru Fair” 
between 4 p.m. and 9 p.m.

Upside down 
parade in Navan is 
a hit with residents

Preparation Time: 15 minutes.    Cooking Time: 25 minutes. 
Serves 6 
4 Ontario tomatoes 
3 tbsp (45 mL) butter 
2 cups (500 mL) sliced Ontario mushrooms 
1⁄2 cup (125 mL) chopped sweet Ontario peppers 
2 cloves Ontario garlic, minced 
2 Ontario green onions, thinly sliced 
1 round crusty Italian loaf (about 10-inches/25 cm) diameter) 
170 g black forest ham (shaved) 
2 tsp (10 mL) Dijon mustard 
250 g Ontario Provolone Cheese, sliced 
Salt and pepper, to taste 
1 tbsp (15 mL) each chopped fresh Ontario parsley leaves 

and Ontario basil leaves 
Thickly slice tomatoes; discard seeds and liquid. Set aside in bowl. 

In large skillet, melt 1 tbsp (15 mL) of the butter over 
medium heat. Add mushrooms, peppers and garlic, cook 
stirring occasionally for about 5 minutes or just until 
softened. Stir in green onions; cool 5 minutes. 

Meanwhile, cut loaf in half horizontally. Cut out bread 
centres leaving a 1-inch (2.5 cm) edge and a 1/2-inch (1 
cm) deep cavity (reserve bread centres for another use). 

Spread mushroom mixture in cavity of bottom half. Arrange 
ham evenly over top; spread with mustard. Top with cheese slices 
and arrange tomatoes over top. Season with salt and pepper. 

In small bowl, blend parsley and basil with remaining 
butter; spread evenly in cavity of upper half. Fit both halves 
neatly back together. Wrap completely in foil. Place on 
barbecue over medium heat 350°F (180°C); grill covered, 
for 20 minutes or until heated through. Or bake in 350°F 
(180°C) oven 20 minutes. Cut into wedges and serve.
